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The purpose of this research was to investigate subjective career success of professional

nurses, Governmental Hospitals. The sample consisted of 524 professional nurses who had at

least 10 years experience. The 16 from 41 Governmental Hospitals were recruited by multi-stage

sampling.

The research instrument was a subjective career success of professional nurses

questionnaire which was tested for content validity and reliability. The Cronbach’s Alpha

Coeffcient was 0.97 The data were analyzed by using Principal Components Extraction and

Orthogonal Rotation with Varimax Method.

The finding were as follows:

Nine significant factors of subjective career success of professional nurses, Governmental

Hospitals were identified. There were 49 items that accounted for 68.62% of variance.
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Professional nurse characteristic described by 10 items accounted for 13.16%

Right to benefits described by 8 items accounted for 13.01%

. Competency in using computer and technology described by 6 items accounted for 10.17%
. Relationship of health care team described by 6 items accounted for 6.59%

. Career path of professional nurse described by 4 items accounted for 6.22%

. Trust in working described by 4 items accounted for 5.46%

. Knowledge management of health care team described by 4 items accounted for 4.97%
. Satisfaction of professional nurse described by 4 items accounted for 4.85%

. Innovation and nursing research described by 3 items accounted for 4.19%
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
