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The purpose of this research was to propose learning activities on urban
environment by Storyline approach in social studies, religious and culture subject group at
the lower secondary level. The content and learning activities were verified by the five
experts in urban environment and five experts in storyline approach. Then, learning activities
had been tried out in classrooms in order to determine the quality by three social studies
teachers of grade seven, eight and nine (Mathayomsuksa one, two and three). The tools to

verify the activities are the evaluation record and the authentic assessment record.

The results of this research were three sets of lesson plans on urban environment by
using storyline approach qualitatively determined by trying out grade seven, eight and nine
(Mathayomsuksa one, two and three). Each lesson plan for each level was time alloted for

seven fifty minute - periods.
