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The purposes of this study were (1) to compare the tra‘ining results among traditional training
with professional trainer, school-based training with peer teacher trainer and school-based training with
professional trainer. (2) To study training results from traditional training with professional trainer,
school-based training with peer teacher trainer and school-based training with professional trainer. The
sample consisted of 15 teachers in controled group, 15 teachers in experimental group and 15 teachers
in another experimental group from 3 elementary schools in Bangkok. The quantitative research
instruments were test measuring evaluation competency, rating scales measuring attitude on evaluation
working and self-efficacy on evaluation. The qualitative research instruments were product assessment,
checkl}st and interview form. The reliabilities of the instruments were .804 and .821 for two rating scales.
The level of difficulty of the items ranged from 0.2 - 0.8 and the discrimination power of the items
ranged from 0.2 up for test‘. Data were analyzed through using descriptive statistics, LISREL,
t-dependent and MANCOVA. |
The major findings were: (1) School-based training with peer teacher trainer was the highest

training product in evaluation competency. (2) The quality and quantity of products from school-based
training with professional trainer were higher than those of school-based training with peer teacher
trainer and traditional training with professional trainer. The training in all groups had positive attitude
and self-efficacy toward evaluation working after training. The school-based training teachers with peer
teacher trainer and school-based training teachers with professional trainer had developed themselves

about the various evaluation methods and evaluation plan. The school-based training's advantages

were practiced and monitored. . i /
