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This study was aimed at (1) studying the role of the Southern Border Provinces Peace
Building Command in the solutions for counter-insurgency and (2) examining the problems,
impediments and suggestions for operating under the role of the Southern Border Provinces Peace
Building Command in the solutions for counter-insurgency from 1" June 2005 to 1™ June 2006.

This was qualitative research. Data were derived from document studies: fundamental
information from the academic reports, research papers, theses, orders, government policies, plans of
those government offices concerned, newspapers and electronic media. Moreover, three groups of the
sample population, consisting of 14 people, were interviewed, that is, armed force officers, police
officers and local administration officers working for the Southern Border Provinces Peace Building
Command.

The research revealed that the Southern Border Provinces Peace Building Command has
been well-conducted following appropriate methods. Although the insurgency has not yet been
terminated, the Southern Border Provinces Peace Building Command has applied peaceful processes
against the violence and has endured any conflicts, trying to do its best using lawful approaches and
curbing the violent initiatives. In the long term, these processes have high possibility of success, if there
are command structure modifications and problem revisions. The problems and impediments occur
because the command does not have a development unit in its structure, which it should have for full
control. The command lacks the full authority in control, including the repeatedly-changed structures
which affect the operation results especially for the commanding power. In addition, the joint operation

has followed the military configuration which has led to the problem in management.
