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The objectives of this study were: 1) to compare English writing skill developments taking place in each
phase of obtaining different types of feedback, 2) to examine the interaction between types of feedback and
competency levels, which affect the English writing skill score, 3) to examine the interaction between types of
feedback and competency levels, which affect the English writing skill development score 4) to analyze the types of
feedback which were likely to suit the students’ competency levels, and 5) to study the students’ desire for the
feedback next time. The sample of this study was formed of 144 Mathayom Suksa Three students in academic year

2005 from Wat Pra Srimahadhat Secondary Demonstration School, Bangkok.

The sample was divided into three groups, each constituing a classroom. The students in each classroom
received all the three types of feedback - which the researcher developed on her own- (2 types for the experimental
group) and one general type for the control group. The experimental design used in this study was the control-group
pretest-posttest one, analyzing the data with descriptive statistics, One-way ANOVA and Two-way ANOVA. The
attainment of the development score, the approach named Relatve Gain Score developed by Sirichai

Kanchanawasee was adopted.

The findings of this study could be summarized as foltows:

1) The students’ English writing skill development had the significant difference level of .05 in phases 2-6,
their highest English writing skill development in phase 6. The “Moderate” and “Good” student groups have a better
writing than the “Poor” group, nomatter which type of feedback they have received.

2) There was no interaction between the feedback types and the competency levels, which affect the
average English writing skill score at the significant level of .05,

3). There was an interaction between the feedback types and the competency levels, which affect the
highest Relative Gain Score at the significant level of .05.

4)  The most suitable feedback type for the “Good” and “Moderate” groups was Type 1 and that for the
“Poor” group Type 2

5) The majority of the students in this study wished to obtain the feedback Type 2 and students realize the
received feedbacks have such detail that some errors can be highly understood. Also, received feedbacks should be

reviewed regularly.
