This thesis aims to study the legal authorization of public entities in
preventing and redressing pollution in the area of the Thachine Basin.

Findings: It is found that the State is not exercising its functions and
powers in preventing and redressing pollution around the basin area; setting forth
explicit policies; and conforming with such policies. Additionally, many public
entities have practically overlapping and conflicting roles relating to the Central,
Regional and Local Administrations. It is also found that the provisions of many laws
in connection with enforcement lack efficiency, in that they are out of date, overlap
and have inexplicit penalties. This includes the problem of the people’s participation
in various activities. The findings of this thesis are that the situation in Thailand is
different from that in the United States of America and Japan. Therse are problems
and barriers in preventing and redressing pollution in the basin area.

Recommendations: Possible ways to prevent and redress problems in the
basin area are to improve and amend the policies and measures for developing the
environment. The government should set forth policies and plans in order that the
environmental development plan shall be clearly in line with the economic
development plan. In this regard, consecutive and intensive practice should be
implemented. This should also include provision of practical standards for
organizations concerned with both policy making, and bringing the plan into practice
in a coordinated manner. Particularly, all laws which are going to be enforced should
be unified, have more strict sanctions, and achieve efficiency in law enforcement of

such organizations. Moreover, a Water Law should be drafted for the particular
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situation in the Thachine Basin. The people’s participation should be improved by
applying the concept of good governance, that is, the people should be given more
opportunity to express their opinions, and play their roles in inspecting, monitoring

and establishing the environmental organizations.
