With reference to the tourism industry support policy of The Thai government, it is considered that the supply
market of the elderly and longstay tourist in Thailand is continually increasing. The question has arisen as to whether the
Scandinavian life style is qualified for what? There exists a project “Scandinavian Village in Chonburi Province™ which has
provided accommodation for the more than 55 years to Scandinavian nationals. Itis subsidized by the Board of Investment
(BOI) and only one company has been legally authorized the propriety rights. However, accommodation control has still
not been standardized. in the future, it is expected that such specific projects will be increased.

The objectives of this study are (1) to study the accommodation behavior, (2) to study the expectations and (3)to
study the accommodation problems. 1t is assumed that members of the Scandinavian community, who stay in Thailand on
non-permanent and longstay for more than 1 month, are content staying in a specific project providing longstay
accommodation. From the result of this study, it was proved that the Scandinavians need to stay in accommodation
supplied to Scandinavians and the elderly in order. As concems the methodology, data was collected during October -
February, which was the peak time of tourism. The survey was implemented by conducting interviews and questionnaires
with the Scandinavian who has stayed in Thailand for more than 1 month. The study result shows the requirements
concerning longstay accommodation in the future; also, it states suggestions for activity improvements in order to provide
the requirements directly, to improve the life quality and to make Thailand more well-known.

As regards the study, it was found that the characteristics of the target group were generally as follows: well-
educated, healthy, friendly, experienced in tourism, and interested in nature, Thai cuiture and lifestyle. Moreover, they
selected Thailand to stay because of the friendly people, low living cost, warm climate, mixed urban and rural lifestyle. The
members are also undemanding, conservative, and economical; they loved to read books, exercise and walk, sunbathe,
swim, etc. They don't like to sleep during the day; they like outdoor sports such as golf, fishing and riding bicycles. The
outdoor activities always take place during Monday - Friday, and annual festivals are often held. As concems study of
expectation, it was found that they required accommodation nearby the sea, near community, hospital, and basic
conveniences such as mobile phone and internet. Most already have a credit card, but they prefer to pay by cash in
Thaifand. Most of the problems are high speeds intemet, language communication, the variety of food, and exercise
programs. Furthermore, they need aromatic flowers, fruit and any corner in the garden for outdoor coffee breaks. They,
also, need the support from The Thai government especially in visa applications, extensions, and a reduction. As in
regards the related processes the study, the target group, the individuals stay in Thailand 4 months on average, must leave
Thailand for visa applications every 3 months which is not convenient for them.

There are 2 recommendations of this study. First is the law concerning accommodation control, and target
market selection. Second, the private section would involve the long term contract, and the tourism service alternative.
Also, it would be realize on the project structure in the future, payment ability, behavior, design and support factors.
Further study is suggested on the behavior of Scandinavians who live in a single house it which could find the different

requirements of accommodation, convenience and attitude.
