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This thesis aims to identify the impacts of voting bases on the electoral results, the process of establishing
voting bases by a political party, and the relationship between political parties and the voting bases in Bangkok.
These elements have been considered influencing on the development of Thai political party. In this research, two
Thai Rak Thai Party’s constiiuencies in Bangkok, Bangsue and Bangplad Districts, are selected as case studies. In

this regard, the study applies qualitative research method using secondary data and in-depth interview

The finding reveals that the personal voting base is more important for a party to win the elections than the
party’s voting base. As in Bangsue District, the Thai Rak Thai candidate was elected because of people’s preference
to the candidates as the candidates always have a good connection with people and have visited the constituency
consistently. Bangplad District reveals the same results; voters elected the candidate from the well-known family,

those who always have a good connection with people and the constituents’ tendencies for election at that time.

Thai Rak Thai Party has tried to create a new voting base by presenting the image of party leader, its
policies, its activitics and its new image of party as well as by always keeping the old connections and rendering

services regularly.

The finding can not identify that this personal relationships voting bases will develop to be the political
party voting bases because it needs to test and retest several elections before coming to the conclusion. However, as
the thesis only examines only two general elections, and Thai Rak Thai Party was elected to become the government
twice, the thesis finds that the personal voting bases and party voting bases have changed from time to time,

depending on the constituents’ tendencies for election at that time.
