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The main objective of this thesis is to explore unequal economic relations between Thailand
and the European Union during 1982-2004. The chosen case study is the trading of tapioca product.
This study uses the theory of Bargaining and Power Relationship as a mean of analysis, analyzing the
inequality that has arisen due to voluntary export restrains. Thailand has signed an official agreement
with European Union on September 2, 1982 which restrained the amount of exporting of tapioca

product to European Union during during the period of agreement

The study reveals the trading agreement that has done through voluntary export restrains
result from the inequality of Thai economic. Thailand was influenced directly from giving financial
aid from European Union. Moreover, relying on European market and lacking of experience in trade

bargaining of Thailand are other factors that affected directly to Thai eéonomy and Thai agriculturists.
