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This research aims to study: 1) the ideology of nationalism’ s definitions of
Field Marshall P. Pibuisongkram 2) forms and political language styles of Field
Marshall P. Pibulsongkram, between 1938-1944 A.D. and 1948-1957 A.D. from 45
recorded speech documentaries.

The research results have been found that the ideology of nationalism'’s
definitions of Fietd Marshall P. Pibulsongkram hac been enhanced and defined into 4
acaptation steps: 1. Nationalism on Democratic poiitics 2. Nationalism on traditional
and western cultures 3. Nationalism on the leader and 4. Nationalism on the anti-
communists policy through the term in the context of politics and governance, sociai
and economics, and cultures in Field Marshall P. Pibulsongkram’s speech. These 4
adaptation steps had been expressed to Thai people by regulating 14 Vira-dhamma
Thai Principles ana 6 Thai Ideal Principles in order to act tangibly.

The results are also discovered the forms and the political language styles in
Field Marshall P. Pibulsongkram's speech which can be categorized into 3 forms: 1)
speech 2) entreating address 3) political article written through his pen name
"Samakki-Chai”. About political language styles found in Field Marshall P.
Pibulsongkram'’s speech, are hortatory language, administrative language and legal
language consequently. The persuasive styles of Field Marshall P. Pibulsongkram

mostly are descriptive and detailing evidence using.
