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The objective of this research is to study the expansion of residential area in Saimai District
as well as studying the social impacts on rurél communities meanwhile proposing some suggestions
on correcting and solving the problems.

Saimai District is the rural-urban fringe that most of the land is suitable for cultivation. At
present, this area has been changed from being agricultural utilization for being residentiat
expansion area that sprawling mostly on the main roads. The main factor that the residential area
has been expanded increasingly is from the infrastructure network that has been developed and
improved incessantly, meanwhile the price of the land is not very high and its good natural
atmosphere is an advantage. In addition, the governmental policy has stipulated the Saimai District
for being less congestive residential area.

The expansion of residential area in Saimai District has affected social impacts on
agricultural career directly since loss of agricultural area numerously by some farmers selling their
lands for high compensation and most of the farmers who rent the land for cultivation, Furthermore,
the expansion of residential area would affect the environmental impacts from discharging waste
water without prior treatment process to the cannels which are caused the low quality_of agricultural
productivities as well as their life style.

For the suggestion facilities and welfares are to be planned ahead of time for complying
with the sufficient demanding in the future, and being able to control residential growth, not sprawling
only on the main road, meanwhile stipulating the conserved agricultural area for former farmers. In
addition, solving problems on uncertain land leasing contract for agricultural productivity between
the government and the farmers has to be more efficient meanwhile creating good attitudes forwards

agricultural career for being sustained and remained continuously.
