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This thesis aims to analyzé the effects of imperialism on Igbo tribal traditions in
Nigeria Chinua Achebe's three novels: Things Fall Apart, No Longer at Ease and Arrow

of God.

The study shows that Achebe presents a reconstruction of the political, social
~ and cultural system of Igbo society prior to the invasion of Britisn imperialism. It also
shows that the changes brought about as a result of British imperialism. ‘

In addition, Achebe shows the methods of invasion and colonial occupation,
and the effects of colonization of igbo society that led to the loss of Igbo cultural
identity.

Moreover, the study shows how Achebe employs the English language and the
form of the English novel as strategies to counter and critique imperialism from the

colonized writer's perspective.
