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The housing estate market for detached houses with both one and two storied. This research
is aims to compare the factors in decision making among residents of one and two storied houses by
using in-depth interviews, physical surveys of each type of house including their price and location
together with illustration, notes, sketches and also the reviews of relevant research.

One storied houses in the WARANGKUL RANGSIT KLONG 4 PROJECT were chosen as the
case study of this research by taking 42 houses at random from a total of 140 houses, each comprising
75 square wah of land and a housing space of 180 square meters. The kind of family structure
inhabiting each house is husband, wife, father and mother. The other case study involves the two
storied houses in the WARARAK RANGSIT KLONG 3 PROJECT using 52 houses at random from a
total of 171 houses, each house comprising 50 square wah of land and a housing space of 178 square
meters. The typical family structure is husband, wife and children included father and mother.

The result of the research found that most residents in one storied house are elderly (or have
elderly parants) which was a main reason for choosing this type of house, as they are to nearby nature
and don't need to walk up and down the stairs. However, the problems are a lack of privacy, safety and
high temperatures at noon.

The reasons why residents who live in two storied houses choose to do so, are the need to
privacy when sleeping, and safety during the night. Besides, it is more difficult for outsiders to get to the
second floor. However, the elderly will encounter problems walking up the stairs.

In conclusion, the main fact of behind choosing one or two storied houses depends on the
family structure of co-habiting with an elderly relative. Secondary are the plans of residents who are
getting old. The key factor here is surroundings which are safe. Therefore, if investors would desire to
make a one storied house project for any families living with the elderly, the surroundings, project plan
and house plan must be prepared which makes them feel free from harm and in a natural environment

as well as the house's design in decreasing the heat inside the house at noon.
