Din Daeng District is considered the inner area of Bangkok. In this area, there are various types
of housing including houses, townhouses, rooms for rent, and apartments for rent. This study was
carried out using a survey. 316 questionnaires were distributed to the tenants who rented a room in
buildings along Pracha Songkrao Road. These subjects were randomly selected.

The findings revealed that most tenants were from other provinces and earned less than 7,500
Baht a month. Their ages were under thirty years old and had education lower than the undergraduate
degree level. The factors they used when selecting a rental room were as follows: a private bathroom in
the room; easy-to-access entrances and exits; hospitable owners; reasonable rental rates; and location
near office or school. The facilities they would like to have were: a paid drinking water dispenser, air
conditioners or fans, and necessary furniture such as tables, closets, beds, and so on. In addition, they
said they would like the buiiding to have a grocery, a secure parking service, and a beauty salon,
respectively.

Since some of the subjects were studying and others were working, their selection factors were
varied. The working subjects put emphasis on security; as a result, they preferred a building whose
owner was strict and had reasonable regulations. Also, they chose the building that had easy-to-access
entranceé and exits. Differently, the subjects who were students stressed on the size of the room
because they could share the cost with their friend. Furthermore, it was found that 27.8 percent of the
students reported paying the rent by themselves. This number of subjects is close to the number of
students who reported renting the room by themselves (26%). Possibly, this group of students might be

working and studying at the same time.
