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This descriptive design was undertaken to assess the degree of satisfaction of mothers towards
the providing nursing care in labor phase by fourth year students of Boromarajonani College of
Nursing, Ratchaburi. A secondary aim was to identify the relationships among age, educational
level, family income, order of pregnancy, order of labor and mothers’ satisfaction. The final aim

was to compare the degree of satisfaction between mothers with first and several times of labor.

The sample group consisted of 85 post-partum women getting nursing care in labor phase
provided by fourth year students who were practicing in Maternal and Child Nursing II subject.
Data for the study were collected by means of a mothers’ satisfaction questionnaire. After the data
were collected, they were then analyzed using standard statistical analysis techniques
incorporating percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test, while a Pearson correlation was

calculated to judge the relationships among the selected factors.

The results of the study found that all mothers had a high degree of satisfaction with the
nursing care in labor phase offered by the fourth year students (X = 4.45). There were no
relationships among age, educational level, family income, order of pregnancy, order of labor and
mothers’ satisfaction. Furthermore, no difference in the degree of satisfaction on nursing care in

labor phase was found between mothers with first and several times of labor.

From the results, the researchers suggest that faculties should emphasize their teaching and
instill nursing students to promotc a proper nursing carc in each delivery process. These will not
only serve the physical and psychological needs of mothers, but also fulfill nursing students their

skills when they graduate.
