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ABSTRACT 224314

The purposes of this study were to study (1) personal fundamental data of

members of the farm woman group in Ban Thi Sub-District, Ban Thi District, Lamphun
Province; (2 activities operated under the Loving Care Family Project;(3) their

problems/obstructions and suggestions on the Loving Care Family Project operations; and 4)

guidelines for extending and developing farm woman groups under the Loving Care Family

Project.

\ The population in this study were 300 members of the farm woman groups under

the Loving Care Family Project and 87 samples were selected. The instrument used to collect

the data was an interview form. The statistical methodology used to analyze the data by

computer programs were frequency, mean, percentage, minimum value, and maximum value.
The findings of this study were as follows: (1) The average age of the members of

the farm woman groups under the Loving Care Family Project was 45.55 years. They were
educated at primary level, and married. They stayed with their husband in a form of a single
family. Their main occupation was a farmer. They paid attention to a savings group/ the Bank
for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives at “the most” level. They were transferred
knowledge of hygiene. They participated in the environment conservation. Their income was
50,001 baht/year. (2)The activities operated under the Loving Care Family Project raised and
developed the quality of their life, created good relationship with other members of their
family, created subordinate occupations for them. They were transferred knowledge of
nutrition, hygiene, and home management at “much” level. They realized the utilization of
growing their babies by letting them suck their breast at “medium” level. They planted crops/
bred farm animals to be their food and to reduce their family expenditure. They produced
preserved agricultural products to increase their family income. These activities generally
raised the quality of their life. (3) Their problems/ obstructions on the farm woman group

operations were as follows: The public relations on the Loving Care Family Project were
insufficient; most of them had no free time to participate in these activities because they had
to go to work outside their community; and they preferred to participate in the activity which
paid more. And 4 the guidelines for extending and developing the farm woman groups under

the Loving Care Family Project were more public relations, setting training courses/seminars/
field studies/technology transferring/ supplying crop and farm animal tribes/ extending and
developing products derived from their activities under the project, extending and developing
their cooperation/ and extending and developing the marketing aspect.
