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ABSTRACT

This research has the object viz : (1) To study economic and social
conditions (2) To produce conditions (3) Goat marketing and (4) Problems and
proposals of the goat agriculturists.

The inhabitants in this research are goat agriculturists in Su-ngai Kolok
district, Narathiwat province. There are 176 agriculturists that use Taro Yamane
formula and get the pattern group 127 agriculturists. It uses graph pattern and analyses
by accomplished programme. For statistics use the frequency, percentage, lowest,
highest, the average and divert standard.

The result of this research are as follows: (1) Most of agriculturists are
men at the age average 47.92 years, Islam, primary level education and get the
information from the other agriculturists. Feeding periods are average 4.58 years.

Most of them have never been trained and do not be the group’s member. The area for
feeding is average 5.25 rai and the goats are their earning. (2) They feed the goat for
religious ceremony, they themselves fund, goat local pedigree, temporary pen from
local equipments. They do not separate the sick goat and use water from the well. In
rainy and summer season, they use the grass in the public by feeding the goat, no
condense food or supplementary food and no stored food in summer season. For the
vaccine to protect the disease or parasites, lack of managing to breed, no separate the
pregnant from the others and do not cut the umbilical cord of a new born. (3) The
goats have been direct sale and the price on the average 2500 baht or 120 baht per kg.
for alive goats. The price is set by the agriculturists and paid in cash by promoting of
the Livestock District Office and the Province Commercial. (4) Most of agriculturists
interested in the area foe feeding that are not fitting, the pedigree is in expensive
price, the condense food and minerals are in the higher price too. The goats suffer
from diarrhea and lack of the information. The agriculturists need the government to
have Goat Feeding Project and set the officers to educate the agriculturists include to
set the area and the fund, low price the pedigree and prepare enough food for animals.
The Livestock Department must take care the healthy, support the budget for
medicine and promote the marketing. Though, the government must revise the
feeding of goats project for promoting the highest quality product of goat in the
future.
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
