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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to study (1) social and economic
characteristics, (2) members' opinions toward community enterprise (CE) operations,
(3) problems and recommendations

The samples in this study were 164 CE members in Khao Yoi District,
Phetchaburi Province. They were selected by using stratified random sampling. The
data were collected by using structured interview. Statistical methodology used to
data analysis by computer programs were frequency, percentage, minimum,
maximum, mean, and standard deviation

The findings of the study were as follows: (1) the average age of the CE
members was 48.89 years old. The average duration of their CE members was 3.27
years. On the average, the members had activity 1 time per week, The major personal
media who provided technology to them were extension agents of the Department of
Agricultural Extension (DOAE). Most of them were educated at primary level. Their
average income was 314,792.70 baht per family per year. The average quantity of the
family members was 3.32 persons. The average man power was 1.65 persons per
family, hold in the group was 1.66 hold. Income from attending activity group was 3
character, income from dividend was 1,041.11 baht per year, income from wage and
dividend was 53184.62 baht per year, income from wage was 60,000 baht per year.
All of members income from attending activity group was 16,480.16 baht per year.
(2) Overall opinions toward CE 4 sides, the members agreed with it at “most” level,
for details they also agreed at the same level in management, production, marketing
and finance, respectively. (3) Problems and recommendation, nearly a half of them
were not understanding the objectives of CE members, more than one third of
members did not participate in operations and operations planning was not clear. CE
members, therefore, suggested that CE should encourage their members to sharing
experience, develop their potential such as training or field trip and provided them to
participate in operation planning,
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
