This research has three main objectives: 1) to examine and develop a teaching model based on Integrated Neuro-Linguistic
Programming and Communicative approach for developing French speaking and writing skills of students at key stage four; 2) to experiment
and examine this model; and 3) to examine factors that support or obstruct the implementation of this model. The research was divided into
two stages. The first stage is the examination and development of the model. The context of French teaching in the present day was
investigated. The problems of students at key stage four in learning French were examined. The researcher also reviewed related ideas and
theories. Then, the teaching model and its supplementary materials were developed from these findings. The model was experimented with
two samples of Mattayomsuksa V Students at Witayakom School as the experimental group and at Pattanasuksa School as the control group.
The samples were grouped by comparing speaking skill score and writing skill score between the two groups. There were 17 pairs of students
that had the same score. The teaching model had been experimented for ten weeks, 48 hours. The result of the experimentation was examined
by comparing the speaking skill score and writing skill score of the experimental group with the 60 percentage standard. The t-test statistic
was also applied to compare the result of the scores between the control and the experimental groups. The second stage is the examination of
factors that support or obstruct the implementation of this teaching model.

The research results are as follows:

1. The teaching model consists of the effective teaching patterns emphasizing on using multisensory use such as visual, auditory,
kinesthetic, olfactory, or gustatory in a real situation. This means that learners have opportunities to communicate among each others in their
interested and meaning topics through speaking and writing skills, There are five stages in this teaching model: 1) learning outcome setting
stage 2) basic communicative learning stage 3) linkage stage 4) presentation stage and 5) evaluation and measurement stage. The evaluation
and measurement was done through a speaking and writing skill test. The speaking skill test consists of a test for evaluating and measuring the
communication skill and a test in choosing texts appropriate for different situations. The writing skill was evaluated and measured by a
subjective test that let the learners to write down a story from the pictures.

2. The results of the experimentation from this teaching model are as follows:

2.1 The average score of the French speaking skill of the experimental group is significantly higher than the standard score
(at 60 %) at the .05 level.

2.2 The average score of the French writing skill of the experimental group is significantly lower than the standard score (at
60 %) at the .05 level.

2.3 The average score of the French speaking and writing skill of the experimental group is significantly higher than the
control group at the .05 level.

3. The support factors in implementing this teaching model are 1) the leamer factors: basic knowledge, cooperation, learners’
passion in self-development, 2) the learning and studying factors: a familiar activity, a matched-up activity with the need/experience/and
generation of the learners, an interaction between learners and teacher, multisensory using (three senses or more) in the learning activities, and
the evaluation and measurement for the leamer’s onese!f and friends. 3) the context of the learning: the classroom size, and the cooperation
from the administration and teachers. The obstacle factors are the economic readiness of some students, tasks from other subjects, the lack of
supplementary materials, and the non-leaming activities e.g. special inspection from the Ministry which causes the discontinuity teaching

activities.
