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The objectives of this research were to study a process and results of the development of the reflective
thinking ability of inservice teachers and to study factors affected reflective thinking of inservice teachers in
elementary school. The subjects were seven inservice elementary teachers, who had variety amount of teaching
experiences, of Sriwittaya school, Chachoeng Sao province, in academic year 2005. This study is a research and
development project conducting with 4 phases. The collected data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics and

content analysis.

The research results were summarized as follows:

1. The processes in developing reflective thinking ability of inservice teachers through integrated
reflective methods were (1) providing knowledge on reflective thinking to inservice teachers by employing group
reflective thinking activity, (2) having inservice teachers practice reflective thinking through journal writing,

(3) checking and directing reflective thinking of inservice teachers by using individual reflective thinking activity,
and (4) assessing the reflective thinking ability of inservice teachers. Strategies applied in the processes of the
development were (1) using the teacher’s responsibilities as the subject for reflection, (2) providing the teachers the
variety styles of learning, (3) having the teachers construct their own knowledge directly and indirectly, and

(4) encouraging teachers to practice reflective thinking regularly in daily living.

2. The implementation of integrated reflective methods with the teachers revealed the following
results: The reflective thinking ability among the group of inservice teachers had risen from the stage of noticing
which is the first stage of reflective thinking to the stage of making meaning which is the third stage of reflective
thinking. Every teacher had a progression of reflective thinking ability at least one stage higher.

3. Inservice teachers who had less experience in teaching profession (2-7 years) were able to develop
the reflective thinking ability faster than inservice teachers who had more experience in teaching profession (14-20

years).
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
