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The purpose of this study was to study and compare the education institution administrators'
perception of the roles of the Thai Health Promotion Foundation in sports and exercises for health in
education institutions regarding policies, plans, fund raising project development, project support criteria,
development approaches and public relations, as well as evaluation.

The sample was composed of directors, deputy directors for academic affairs, deputy directors for
student affairs, and heads of health and physical education subject group of schools under the jurisdiction of
the Office of the Basic Education Commission, Ministry of Education, in the academic year of B.E. 2548 for
the total amount of 999 nationwide. Mail and personal surveys were done using the researcher's constructed
questionnaires. The data collected were then analyzed using SPSS to calculate means and percentages. A
chi-square test was also used to compare the perception of those administrators in five different
geographical regions, whether their perception differing statistically significantly at the .05 level.

The findings in this research show :

1. The Education institution administrators' perception of the roles of the Thai Health Promotion
Foundation in sports and exercises for health in education institutions was at a medium level.

2. The perception of the roles of the Thai Health Promotion Foundation in sports and exercises for
health in education institutions of those administrators in five different geographical regions were not

statistically significant at the .05 level.
