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The objectives of this research were to study the operation and problems of student
development activity operations in Dara Academy , under the foundation of the church of Christ in
Thailand. The population of this study included administrators, and students who were presidents in best
practice activities and club activities .  Consultative teachers for student development activity are
sampling group, Research tools consist of semi-structured interview forms , questionnaire , student
development activity observation form and document analysis form. This research method has employed
qualitative analysis with descriptive presentation on the study results.

The research finding were as follows :

1. The preparation of student development activities have been done in order to respond to
the school policy. The teachers who were student development activity consultants proposed all projects
to the school administrators. Administrators prepared the school plant, personnel , and budgets. The
projects were distributed to all students by the teachers. Then, all students were invited to join as the
members of each project. The problem found in activity operation was dealing with unsuitability of the
rooms for practice.

2. The implementation of student development activities , all members were oriented about the
project activities and operations by the associate director for student activity development. Student
committee was established. The consultative teacher and the committee determined the steps of activity
implementation. The process of activity implementation was monitored by the consultative teachers.
Nevertheless, the problem was the insufficient time of practice.

3. The evaluation of student development activities operation has been done before and after
the project. The consultative teacher documented the project evaluation report. The problems of the
evaluation of some student development activities were, there was no written activity operation evaluation

performance recording, the tardiness and inconsistency of the activity operation performance reporting.
