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Gambling over the Internet is an offense. It is the misuse of computers and the
advancement of information technology. Internet Gambling has increased substantially over
the past years. The government should hence strictly enforce this offense. The Thai
Gambling Act B.E. 2478 is however outdated, thus causing limitations in enforcing this

activity.

The findings can be summarized as follows. First, it is unlikely that certain types of
Internet gambling will fall within the scope of the current law. Secondly, it is unclear what
constitutes “gamblers”. Thirdly, different penalty levels imposed on each type of gambling
make it difficult for Thai courts to deal with the case. Fourthly, it is likely that jurisdictional
problem will arise. Finally, it is doubtful as to how Thai courts admit and weigh evidence in
electronic form. In light of the above findings, it is suggested that amendents be made to
the Gambling Act B.E. 2478. It is further recommended that Internet Gambling offence
be included in the Anti Money Laundering Act B.E. 2542. Finally, it is proposed that the
government should clarify what type of Internet gambling should or should not be

permissible in the Ministry Regulation.
