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This thesis aims to study the current relationship between the Thai state and the capital in

policy process.

It is found that the relationship has recently turned to be what Marxists call “state
monopoly capitalism”. Through a newly founded political party and subsequent elections, a group
of monopoly capitalists took over the state and consequently applied government policies for its
own benefit. Such exploitation of state power takes two forms. Firstly, making and implementing
policies in response to its interests. Secondly, employing legal measures to deprive other groups

of any competitions and protect its own interests.
