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This thesis focuses on Prince Devawongse varopakar's roles towards Siam’s fiscal
and financial reforms during the reign of King Rama V, the period when Siam was under

capitalist international power-structure and the process of globalization.

The study finds that the European world-economy system and the process of
globalization clearly influenced on many aspects of Siam's internal structure-reform in order
to become a modern state. One of the important basic factors to become a modern state
was the fiscal and financial reforms. Moreover, it is 'found that apart from the prince’s
salient roles on international affairs, he also exercised a significant role on Siam'’s fiscal and
financial reforms. He took part significantly in systematic revenue-management as well as
control and inspection of state’s payment, a part of modem fiscal system, in order to
prevent state’s treasury-bankruptcy and to provide enough funds for various reforms which

finally contributed to the strong sustainable absolute monarchy-state.
