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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: (1) develop school-based
curriculum evaluation criteria for Jiraprawat Witayakhom School, Nakhon Sawan
Province, with the use of participatory action research; and (2) study the results of
school-based curriculum evaluation criteria development with the use of participatory
action research.

Sources of data for this study comprised (1) 10 curriculum experts to
provide preliminary information concerning school-based curriculum evaluation
criteria; (2) 17 core personnel of Jiraprawat Witayakhom School who took part in the
participatory action research process; and (3) 286 stakeholders concerning with
implementation of school-based curriculum of Jiraprawat Witayakhom School to
provide data for verification of the developed school-based curriculum evaluation
criteria. The employed data collecting instruments consisted of a structured interview
form, a group interview form, and a rating scale questionnaire. Data were analyzed
with the use of the content analysis method, frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation.

Conclusions from research findings were as follows:

1. The appropriate criteria for school-based curriculum evaluation were
classified into five components: (1) the context for school-based curriculum
consisting of five indicators and 42 indicator behaviors; (2) the school-based
curriculum management consisting of four indicators and 30 indicator behaviors;

(3) the instructional management based on the curriculum consisting of five indicators
and 24 indicator behaviors; (4) the supports and promotion of curriculum
implementation consisting of seven indicators and 35 indicator behaviors; and (5) the
follow-up and evaluation of curriculum implementation consisting of 10 indicators
and 66 indicator behaviors.

2. Regarding the results of using participatory action research to develop
school-based curriculum evaluation criteria, it was found that the developed
curriculum evaluation criteria were appropriate at the high level, and participants in
the participatory action research process obtained learning concerning curriculum
criteria development and curriculum evaluation at the high level.
