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Abstract

The purposes of this research project were: 1) to study the appropriate vocational
model for students with autism and 2) to study the appropriate educational model for
students at risk. Principle of curriculum development was a conceptual framework
including need assessment, drafting curricular and field trial with action research to
investigate the effectiveness. The population and sample were in 20 provinces of North-
Eastern Thailand; include of 400 persons with disability who age over than 18 years old, 5
career’s teachers, 8 students with autism, and 6 parents of students with autism. For
student at risk, there were 1,022 pregnancy students aged less than 20 years old, the
director and 4 teachers of Non-formal and Informal Education Centre (NF-IEC). The
research findings showed that most of the problems in occupation of disabilities were
basic need level such as capital, knowledge, occupational skill, and welfare etc. The
support still was to help the disabilities not to be burden of family or society, to make
them more self-esteem and attempt to develop the occupation and performance to be
further efficient. The thorough Quality Educational management for disabilities was
necessary. It was also found that there were 7.75% of persons with autism from all kinds
of disabilities and they needed the specific career curriculum appropriated to their
difficulties. Furthermore, it was necessary to develop the specific career curriculum for
autisms, so that they are able to work, communicate, and appropriately adjust
themselves with others. The drafting career curriculum consisted of 7 jobs as follows:
putting parts of ball-point pens together, beadwork, putting parts of hairdressing clips
together, making wreaths, packing snacks, making instant dog’s food, and making instant
cat’s food. Field trial with action research could help the teachers understand the
curriculum and they could provide instructional activities prescribed in the curriculum.
Teachers changed their behaviors in four aspects: the preparation of the teaching
materials used in learning activities, the steps of the learning activities regarding task
analysis, the using of the assessment tools, and the appropriate methods in helping
persons with autism. And the performance scores of the targeted students with autism
were increased. The career development for students with autism had not been
successful enough because of autism severity levels that have obstructed their learning
and essential skills for doing jobs. Therefore, the development of the basic career
curriculum is important and need to be consistently trained; and concordance with the
severity level while students are young.

For students at risk who were pregnant students aged less than 20 years old;
results from the survey indicated that most pregnant students were 18 years old
(23.87%), had first sexual relation at 16 years old (21.41%) and with their boyfriends
(72.41%). Majority of them were studying in basic educational level (61.54%), especially in



senior high school educational level (49.96%), earning by their parents (45.60%) and living
together with their parents (36.40%) and need support for their jobs and family
expenditure (16.04%). In addition, the necessary contents to integrate into the parenting
curriculum were pregnancy causes, motherhood’s necessary behaviors, and self-efficacy
perception. This was followed by a validation on the drafting curriculum and the
validated curriculum was comprised of 17 topics of 50 hours. Field trial with action
researches including preparations the readiness of using the curriculum; by adjusting a
classroom, learning activities, and outdoor trips. Findings related to curriculum
effectiveness showed that their scores of knowledge did not reach 80 percent of the
specified criterion. However, the overall picture of parenting students followed
motherhood’s necessary behaviors was at the highest level in all aspects. Parenting
students showed to have high self-efficacy and satisfaction with the participation of

curriculum.
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
