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The purpose of this research was to study the factors contributing to competencies of
professional nurses working during disaster and the items which described those major factors,
Hospitals under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Defense. The sample consisted of 431 professional
nurses from 21 Hospitals under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Defense, who had working experience
of disaster which were selected by multi-stage sampling. Questionnaire was developed by the
researcher and judged to be acceptable by the panel of experts. Cronbach’s aipha coefficient was .99
The preliminary scale consisted of 147 items anchored by a rating scale. To assess the structure of the
factors contributing to competencies of professional nurses working during disaster, factor analyzed all
147 items by means of principal component analysis with orthogonal rotation and varimax method.

The research finding were as follows:

There were 9 significant factors of competencies of professional nurses working during
disaster that were described by 143 items accounting for 75.55 % of variances.

1) Leadership during disaster described by 42 items accounted for16.4 %of variances.

2) Disaster nursing management described by 28 items accounted for 12.8 % of variances.

3) Disaster planning described by 15 items accounted for 11.8 % of variances.

4) Psychological aspects of disaster nursing described by 14 items accounted for 9.2 % of
variances.

5) Disaster nursing described by 17 items accounted for 9.0 % of variances.

1 6) Recovery and surveillance described by 11 items accounted for 7.3 % of variances.

7) Social - cultural community understanding described by 7 items accounted for 4.1 % of
variances. _

8) Casualty referring described by 6 items accounted for 3.1 % of variances.

9) Legislation described by 3 items accounted 1.7 % of variances.
