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The purposes of this quasi-experimental study was to compare mothers’ behavior
concerning injury prevention in toddlers before and after joining the nursing program which
integrated support from the health alliance team in the community. The research design is one
group pretest posttest design. The participants were 25 mothers of toddlers residing in one village
of Chumporn province. Content validity of the measure was assessed by a panel of experts and
internal consistency, based on Cronbach’s alpha, was reported at .87. Data were collected during
one pre-intervention and two post-intervention using measure of mother’s injury preventive
behavior. Data were analyzed using a one-way ANOVA. Post-hoc analysis was performed using
Scheffe’method.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Immediately after the intervention, the mean score on injury preventive behavior of
mothers was significantly higher than that of the mothers before joining the program. (p <.05).

2. Two weeks post-intervention, the mean score on injury preventive behavior of
mothers was significantly higher than that of the mothers before joining the program. (p < .05).

3. There was no significant difference between the mean score on injury preventive

behavior of mothers at immediately after the intervention and 2 weeks post-intervention.
