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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study family factors influence marriage relationships
of persons with disability in Bangkok.

The populations were persons with disability and their couples in Bangkok who
registered in Thailand Handicap Association. 301 persons samples size selected
by purposive sampling. Research instrument was a questionnaire. Statistics used to analyze the
data were percentage, mean standard deviation, and Simple Linear Regression Analysis.

Research findings indicated that family factors were family type, family income,
family economic status, marriage period and family activities. There were three factors influence
marriage relationships of persons with disability in Bangkok. Family type influenced marriage
relationships of persons with disability at 1.50% (R2 = .015), Family economic status influenced
marriage relationships of persons with disability at 2.30% (R2 =.023), and family activities described
marriage relationships of persons with disability at 37.90% (R* = 379) significantly at the 0.05

level.
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
