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The purposes of this research were ‘to: fgl) study garbage management behaviors of
families located on the klakesides of Songkhla Lake in Singhanakhon Municipality of Songkhla
Province; and (2) study the relationships of family head characteristics with garbage management
behaviors of families located on the lakesides of Songkhla Lake.
“The research sample consisted of 392 heads of families residing on lakesides of
Songkhla Lake in Singhanakhon Municipality of Songkhla Province, obtained by multi-stage
sampling. The employed research instrument was a questionnaire developed by the researcher.
Statistics for data analysis were the percentage, mean, standard deviation, chi-square test, and
t-test. |
Research findings showed that (1) families residing in communities on the lakesides
of Songkhla Lake had garbage management behaviors in accordance with sanitary principles at
the high level; and (2) characteristic factors of family heads that correlated significantly at the .05
level with garbage management behaviors of the families were gender, agé, occupation, and level
of knowledge on garbage management; while the other three factors, namely, educational level,
income, and level of receiving information on garbage management did not have significant
correlation with garbage management behaviors of families residing in communities on the

lakesides of Songkhla Lake.
