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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to(1) study competencies of basic
education school administrators in Tak Educational Service Area 2 ; and (2) compare
opinions of administrators and teachers concerning competencies of basic education
school administrators in Tak Educational Service area 2 by school size

The research sample totaling 394 randomly selected school personnel
consisted of 92 school administrators and 302 teachers in Tak Educational Service
Area 2. The instrument used for collecting the data was a rating scale questionnaire
with reliability of .98. Statistics used for data analysis were the frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and ANOVA.

Research findings were as follows : (1) the rating for overall competency
of school administrators was at the high level; but when each competency aspect was
considered, it was found that the morality and ethics aspect received the highest rating
mean, while the academic affairs management aspect received the lowest rating mean;
and (2) no statistically significant difference was found when opinions of school
administrators and teachers concerning competencies of basic education school
administrators in Tak Educational Service Area 2 classified by school size were
compared.
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
