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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to examine the participatory behavior of
the members of the village and urban community funds project in Tambon Joho,
Amphur Muang, Nakhonratchasima and to investigate the fundamental and
environmental factors affecting the membership behavior of the village and urban
community funds project in Tambon Joho. The data were collected by
questionnaires. The samples were 255 households included project member
households, committee members and the community leaders. The data were

analyzed using percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviations, and t-test.
The results of this study revealed that:

Most of the respondents were female about 70.20 percent with an average 44
years old of age and had educated range from primary school to master’s degree.
About 56.47 percent of respondents were educated in primary school level, most of
them are agriculturists who have the alternative occupation as hireling about 35.09

percent and the average period of membership was 2.13 years.

There was a difference in consumption and production of the members’
expenditure behavior before and after participating in the project. After participating
in the project, the average expenditure was increased while the average repayment in

debt was decreased.

Considering to the problems of entering membership, there were production
and marketing problems with a high cost of production, a low price of products, and
a lag of manufacturing. Problem concerning regulations and the governance indicated
that there was uncertainty in working of the committee and the committee should be
inspected by the relevant government unit to ensure the regulation inquiry
cooperation between the committee and the members. In addition, there was lacked
management skill as a result the government should evaluate the performance of
committee and increase the positive attitude among members, committee and

community.
