ABSTRACT

This study is in a program of “An application of the principles of action research in
developing teachers' potentiality according to the National Education Act of 1999". The
purposes of this study were to develop teachers' skills in conducting classroom research
and develop a model of training process using the principles of action research. The
participants were 5 lecturers, 2 graduate students of Faculty of Education, Khon Kaen
University, and 27 elementary schoo! teachers from 8 schools in Khon Kaen Province.
Mini-lecture, group activities, discussion, exercise, and presentation were used in training
program. At the beginning and the end of a training session, they were asked to indicate
their knowledge and understanding as well as their ability in conducting classroom
research and take a 30-item test. A criterion score is 18 for passing a posttest and at least
50% of participants should pass a test. It was found that 71.4% of participants passed a
test which indicated statistically significant higher than 50% of participants ( 2 = 5.143,
p=0.023). The results showed that participants’ knowledge and understanding as well as
ability in conducting classroom research were 'foster and enhanced as indicatéd by
changing of means from 1.69 and 1.64 to 3.63 and 3.58, respectively. In addition, the
participant indicated their satisfaction at the high level for an cperation of workshop
(X =4.26, SD=0.61) whereas congruence of content and activities (X =4.90, SD=0.31),
level of gained knowledge (}=4.59, SD=0.57) and climate in a meeting room (f=4.59,
SD=0.50) were indicated at the highest levels of satisfaction. The findings also showed
that through a training program on classroom research using the principles of action
research, the researchers and participants developed a sense of sharing, and
collaborative work. In particular, the participants developed skills in conducting
classroom research to improve their teaching so they conducted research and presented
their papers at the Third Conference in Educational Research on September 11, 2005 at

the Faculty of Education.

For a model of training on classroom research, it should be provided in three
intervals of workshop on classroom research training: before, curing and after conducting

research.



The findings showed that through a training program on classroom research using
the principles of action research, the researchers and participants developed a sense of
sharing, and collaborative work. In particular, the participants developed skills in
conducting classroom research to improve their teaching. For a model of training on
classroom research, it should be provided in three intervals of workshop on classroom

research training: before, during and after conducting research.
