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This study investigated factors affecting students’ Multiple Intelligences
development from familial, social, and psychological aspects. Khon Kaen University
students were populations. Five hundred sample subjects were randomly drawn from
third and fourth year students. There were eight questionnaires administered and the
data were collected in the 2006 academic year. Three — way Analysis of Varience,
Stepwise multiple regression, and path analysis were used for data analysis. It was
found that 1) the students with high familial, social, and psychological aspects showed
higher level of Multiple Intelligences. 2) the university environment, reasoning child-
rearing practice, self-efficacy and achievement motivation can predict students’ Multiple
Intelligence at 32.8 percent. 3) The result of path analysis indicated that students’
‘Muttiple Intelligénce was directly affected by achievement motivation and self-efficacy. It .
is recommended that achievement motivation and self-efficacy be developed

simultaneously for the growth of students' Multiple Intelligences.
