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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this.study were 1) to enhance the collaboration between the
researchers Qf Faculty of Education and teachers in 'the community, and 2) tQ develop
teachers’ skills in facilitating the student-centered learning environment. This study is in a
program of “An application of the principles of action research in develo‘ping teachers’
potentiality according io the National Education Act of 1999". The participants.were 5
lecturers, 2 graduate students of Faculty of Education, Khon Kaen University, and 27

elementary school teachers from 8 schools in Khon Kaen Province. Mini-lecture, group



activities, discussion, exercise, and preéentation were used in this training program.
While participating in this project, the participants were empowered to conduct at least 2
- pieces of classroom research to improve their teaching. They had to propose their
proposals before conducting the research. At the begmnmg and the end of a tralnmg
session, they were asked to indicate their knowledge and understanding as well as their
ability in provxdmg student-centered activities. The results showed that participants®
knowledge and understanding as well as ability in providing student-centered activities
were foster and enhanced as indicated by changing of means from 2.22 and 2.10 to 4.00
and 4.00, respectively. In addition, the participant indicated their satisfaction at the high -
level for an operation of workshop (X =3.91, SD=0.64) and capability of mstructor
(X =4, 64, SD=0.490) was mdscated at the highest levels of satisfaction. In particular, the
participants conducted research and presented their papers at the Third Conference in

Educational Research on September 11, 2005 at the Faculty of Education.
