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ABSTRACT

The purpbses of this study were to develop ‘teachers‘ éompetency in constructing
the school-based curriculum and develop collaborative work with a community. This
study is in a program of ';An application of the principles of action research in developing -
teachers’ potentiality according to the National Education Act of 1999". The participants
were 6 lecturers, 2 graduate siudents of Faculty of Education, Khon Kaen University and
10 .elementafy school teachers from Ban Tamadua School, Amphur Nampong, Khon

Kaen Province. There were also 40 participants from school committee, monks,

community leaders, parents and students ibnvolved in brainstorming and public heaﬁng.
Brainstorming, public hearing, mini-lecture, grdup bactivities, discussioh, practice and
assignments were used in a training project. | At the end of a training session,
. questionnaires and 20-item test were administered. A criterion score of passing a
posttest is 12. At least 50% of participants should pass a test. It was found that QO.QO% of
participants passed a test which indicated statistiCélly significant higher than SO% of
participants (72 = 6.40, p=0.011). The findings showed that through a training ‘project
on cohstructing the school-based curriculum using the principles of action research, the
researchers and participants developed a sense of collaborative work. In particular, the
participants developed skills ih constructing the school-based curriculum with community
_involvement in determininglschool vision and desirable characteristics of students as well
as approval of school curriculum through public hearing. There were 9 booklets. One is a.
whole school-based curriculum and 8 substance booklets. In addition, the pérticipant
indicated their satisfaction at the high level for an operation of work'shop (X =4.40,
SD=0.56) and capabilify of instructor (—f =5.00, SDrQO.O.OO) was indicated at the highest

level of satisfaction,
