This study aimed to examine school context concerning the learners’ thinking. The target group
were 1) 6 directors of the school 2) 24 teachers who responsible for science teaching and learning
3) 720 students who studying science in first semester, academic year 2006. Survey method and
qualitative research were employed in this study. The research instruments V were the opinionire for
the directors, teachers and students conceming the learners’ thinking and observation form for the science
classroom. The qualitative data were collected by researchers. Analytical description was employed
to analyze the data. The results revealed that: 1) Almost of the schools have the similar contexts such as
physical environments, academic activities including teaching methods. 2) The instructional contexts consist
of (1) Almost of the school directors have implemented the policies conceming the leamers’ thinking into
school planning. (2) Although, some of teachers’ instructions provide activities promoting the leamners’ thinking,
but it is not correspondent with thinking theory. On the other hand, some of them do not provide activities
promoting the learners’ thinking. (3) As for the leamers they cannot explain the teaching process that the
teachers used in order to promote leamers’ thinking.
