The purposes of this research were to (1) study the competencies of basic
education shool administrators; (2) study the effectiveness of quality assurance
system of basic education schools; and (3) study the relationships between the
administrator's competencies and the effectiveness of quality assurance system of

basic education schools.

The research sample consisted of 169 randomly selected basic education
schools in Sa Kaeo province. Research informants, totaling 507 school personnel,
consisted of (1) 169 school deputy directors or acting school directors, (2) 169
teachers in charge of the school academic affairs, and (3) 169 teachers who were
members of the school quality assurance committee.The employed research
instrument was a questionnaire on competencies of the administrator and the
effectiveness of quality assurance system of the school, developed by the researcher,
with reliability coefficients of .97 and .98. Statistics employed for data analysis were
the percentage,mean,standard
deviation,and Pearson correlation coefficient.

Researcher findings revealed that (1) all of the 10 competencies of basic
education shool administrators in Sa Kaeo province were rated at the high level; (2)
all of the eight components of the school quality assurance system were rated at the
high level; and (3) all competencies of the administrators correlated significantly with
all components of the school quality assurance system ranging from .52 to .74 .
