Patrol Police School and to study 4 aspects of the quality assurance: (1) Preparation, {2)
Procedure, (3) Reporting, and (4} Operation in accordance with education standards for
the external quality assessment by employing the qualitative research with case study
techniques. |

1. The gross condition of Border Patrol Police School.

The Border Patrol Police Schoal offers the education from Pre - elementary

tevel to elementary level, There are 12 teachers including 7 border patrol policemen, 1
tenure, and 4 contemporary teacher. The number of the students is 228. There is a full
option of public utility: latertic roads, concrete roads, electricity, water supplies, and:
telephones.

2. Four parts of the quality assurance are mentioned below.

2.1 Preparation

The school has held the meeting and planned in corporation with school
committee in order to make the school development plan, the annual cperation plan, the

curriculum management plan, the education quality assessment plén, and the budgeting

plan.
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2.2 Procedure '
The school has run the process according to the planned plans, but there
is no evaluation activity
2.3 Reporting
The school has made the self-assessment report, but only by the principal.
Other teachers have no chance of participation.
2.4 Operation in accordance with education standards for the external quality
assessment
The operation for the external quality assessment in accordance with
education standards had completed by The Office for National Education Standards and
Quality Assessment. (Public Organization) ONESQA. There were 3 standards that the
school could not meet the criteria:
Learner Standard (the fifth standard): The learners have knowledge and
skill according to the curriculum. In of foreign language (Englishj achievement indicator,

most students could not reach the requirement standard.

Administrator Standard (the twenty-fifth standard): The school has the
suitable curriculurmn for the learners and the locality, the teaching instrument Which
facilitates the learning. Because the school did not construct the curriculum itself, the
Border Patrol Police Region did it for the school. There were not enough teaching
instruments, and the existing instruments were not in use.
| Teacher Standard (the twenty-forth): The teachers have qualified degree
and qualifications, are able to be responsible the assignment, and there should be
enough teachers. It was found that there were enough teachers but qualified degree and

académic ability did not meet the standards.
