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Abstract

This research aims to seek for features, percentage of occurrence and
contextual factors of clauses in focus constructions in Thai. The data are drawn from
beth spoken and written languages in a wide variety. The findings are that three main
features of focus constructions are found: dislocation, “existing” clauses and passive

clauses. Compared to typical clauses, focus construction clauses are found in a very
less amount, 8.44%. Morphological focus marken;s such as lnai?/, /?e:y/, /na? and
/n;n/ are found occurring in those focus construction clauses. The contextual factors
that determine the use of such focus construction featurés are introducing new

information, connecting to topics, changing the scenes, indicating discourse focuses

and indicating focus in clauses.
