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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to develop classroom management
efficiency indicators for pre-school classroom teachers of Wat Bangpakok School,
Bangkok metropolis with the use of the participatory action research and to study the
effects of using the participatory action research in developing the indicators.

The research informants comprised (1) 12 pre-school classroom teachers
of Wat Bangpakok School who took part in the participatory action research; (2) five
experts and 30 pre-school level head teachers who examined the appropriateness of
the indicators; and (3) 10 pre-school classroom teachers who achieved good level of
classroom management efficiency and 10 pre-school classroom teachers who
achieved general level of classroom management efficiency, making the total number
of 20 classroom teachers who served as the sample for verification of the construct
validity of indicators. All three groups were purposively selected. The data
collecting instruments were an interview form for focus group discussion, a rating
scale questionnaire, and an evaluation form on classroom management efficiency.
Data were analyzed with the use of content analysis, frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and t-test.

Research findings showed that the appropriate indicators were classified
into three main groups of factors: (1) the potential and responsibility of pre-school
teacher factors; (2) the development of learners and classroom management factors;
and (3) the learner development factors. The three main groups of factors were
classified into 17 sub-factors with 72 indicators. Results of construct validity
verification of the indicators indicated that they had construct validity as shown by
their power to significantly differentiate between pre-school classroom teachers with
good level of classroom management efficiency and those with general level of
classroom management efficiency at the .05 level. Also, those who took part in
participatory action research were able to learn and develop themselves at the highest
level.
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
