ABSTRACT |

The purposes of this research were to (1) study the school administrators’
roles in supporting the operation of student help-care system in secondary level basic
education schools under the Offices of Nakhon Ratchasima Educational Service Area
according to the opinions of Directing Committee members, Coordinating Committee
members, and Operating Committee members; (2) compare the school administrators’
roles in supporting the operation of student help-care system according to the opinions
of Directing Committee members, Coordinating Committee members, and Operating
Committee members; and (3) to compare the school administrators’ roles in
supporting the operation of student help-care system in schools classified by size.

The research sample, totaling 554 school personnel, consisted of 70 heads
of Student Affairs Section, 70 heads of Health Section, 161 Mathayom Suksa III
home room teachers, and 113 Mathayom Suksa VI home room teachers, all of which
were obtained by multi-stage sampling from secondary schools under the Offices of
Nakhon Ratchasima Educational Service Area. The data collecting instrument was a
rating scale questionnaire developed by the researcher with reliability of .97.
Statistics for data analysis were the percentage, mean, standard deviation, one-way
analysis of variance, and Scheffe method for pair-wise comparison.

Research findings were as follows: (1) the overall and by-aspect roles of
the school administrators’ in supporting the operation of student help-care system in
secondary level basic education schools under the Offices of Nakhon Ratchasima
Educational Service Area according to the opinions of the Directing Committee
members, Coordinating Committee members, and Operating Committee members
were at the high level; (2) the opinions of the Directing Committee members,
Coordinating Committee members, and Operating Committee members were not
significantly different regarding the school administrators’ roles in supporting the
operation of student help-care system and (3) regarding the comparison of roles in
supporting the operation of student help-care system of school administrators in
schools with different sizes, it was found that small school administrators differed
significantly at the .05 level from administrators of medium sized, large, and extra
large schools in their overall and by-aspect roles in supporting the operation of
student help-care system; while no other significant difference was found in the
comparison.
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
