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Abstract

1. TAI-LOEI's wisdorm and culture were found on 4 areas; tha-lee, muangloei or kud-
pong, dan-sai and naa-heaw.

2. TAI-LOEI's wisdom and culture were diversified and identified from the others.

3. Particularly, most of them have been manipulated there life by the way of
there wisdom and culture such as "Heed" and "Kong” or folklore and community's rule.

On the second, Educational Model was applied on the curriculum development
approach ; the community curriculum ; which were shown in design and apply by TAl-

LOEI community.



One part of these curriculums was splited up to developed an activities in
scheol curricutum of Tha-lee Wittaya Schaool in the pafttern of culture conservation camp
with 30 students and founded that these activities impacted their consciocusness and
valued in their root.

Further more, some TAI-LOEI wisdoms and cultures were being lost and destroy

by “the outer” and “social change”, so some of them were lost already.
