The objective of this quasi — experimental research was evaluated lthe effect of
sex education programs on self defence from sex violence. Two Mathayom suksa 3 male
schools in Bangkok were random in the experimentai group and control group
respectively with 38 students / group. The experimental group got sex education program
for 4 times. Each time was 50 minute. The control groups have no intervention.
Measurement of the results: knowledge, attitudes and behavior on self defence from sex

violence were answered by self report questionnaires received.

The results of the study were :

1. The experimental show that there were statistical significant difference
between before and after got sex education programs on self defence from sex violence
of the male student at p<.01. But on control group no significant difference (p >.05)

2. After sex education programs..There were statistical significant difference
between experimental group and control group in knowledge and behavior at p< .05. But

no significant difference in attitudes.
