The purpose of this research is not only to study and analyse viable models of the thai
traditional community participation in natural resources and environmet management under the
provision of the constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand B.E.2540 but also to consider viewpoint ,
limit of that right , level and procedure of thai traditional commun.ity participation.

Although thai traditional communities have capable in
managemet but their participation models and laws are not obviouse. For this reason, the
community’s capable in natural resources and environmet management are subsided.Therefore, if
the state approves and prescribes the law for obviously, the thai traditional communities participation
in natural resources and environmet management will be more efficient.

The above mentioned problems, therefore, the recommends to propose these following
recommendations:

1. Enacting the law for obviously about the provision of any rules, powers and duties of the thai
traditional community participation.

2. Defining the meaning of thai traditional communitys to be in line with the constitution of the
Kingdom of Thailand B.E.2540.

3. Designating organs, authority , level and procedure of participation, and prescribing rules

for the relationship and dispute resolution.
