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This study was aimed to estimate the prevalence of posttraumatic stress disorder in
amphetamine abusers who received treatment at Thanyarak Institute and to study factors
associated with posttraumatic stress disorder. 120 qualified subjects were recruited for this study.
The demographic data was collected using structureed interview. Posttramatic stress disorder
were diagnosed base on DSM-IV criteria using structured interview. Percentage, mean,standard
deviation, Mode,maximum and minimum were determined. Chi-square test, Fisher’s Exact test,

Pearson Correlation and Independent Sample T-test were used for statistical analysis.

This study found that the prevalence of posttramatic stress disorder in amphetamine
patients was 10.0 % ,16.7% in Female and 3.3% in Male.

Factors associated with posttraumatic stress disorder were sex, family relationship, and
type of traumatic events , where learning about first degree relation’ s traumatic events , being
raped and sexual abused were associated with having PTSD. Total number of traumatic
experiences were positively correlated with highest amount amphetamine ever used in lifetime

and the amount of amphetamine used in six month prior to admission.
