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This éurvey research aimed at studying the usage of electronic journals of the
faculty members of Khon Kaen University as well as its problems and their opinions in
using electronic journals. The population consisted of 317 faculty members from 16 facultics
at Khon Kaen University. Questionnaires were used for collecting data, 240 questionnaires
(75.71 %) were returned. The data were analyzed by frequency and percentage.

The research findings concluded that most of the respondents were from Health
Science faculty (45 %). Their highest qualifications were Ph.D. (55.42 %) and 36.25 % (;f
them were associated professor. 37;.92% have had over 20 years teaching experiences, and
37.17 % had 1-5 years research experiences.

84.17 % of the faculty members used the electronic journals, while SicnceDirect was
mostly used at 71.78 %. The purpose of their use mainly for research at 80.20 %, and most of the
faculty members (92.08 %) learned how to use the electronic journals by self—taughg. Most of the
“faculty members (68.32 %) accessed the electronic journals through website of the fé'culty Library
and Leaming Resources Center, Khon Kaen University, and 98.02 % searched the electronic
journals by themselves. Full-texts were downloaded at 75.74%, and most of the faculty members
(94.06 %) used full text. By the place of usage, the faculty members (98.02 %) accessed the
electronic journals through their offices, departments and faculties, and 45.05 % searched more
than one hour.

The problems of the use of the electronic journals of faculty members were that 90.10 %
of the faculty members could not access back issues, and 88.12 % of them faced the slow access

of computer network.

The recommendation of the faculty members on the use of electronic journals were the
library should subscribe more electronic journals and improve the internet network as well as
the public relation on electronic journals issues. Moreover, the faculty members (59.26 %)
recommended that the library made available both printed and electronic journals, and 33.33 %
recommended that only electronic journals.

This studies on the relationships between the faculty members’ academic work and their
was of the electronic journals and exarﬁination of the statistics of electronic journals use of the

faculty members of Khon Kaen University should be carried out.
