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This research was aimed to study performance in accord with Professional
Autonomy and Professional Ethics B.E. 2548 and to study the needs for self-development
in accord with Professional Autonomy and Professional Ethics B.E. 2548 of social studies
teachers teaching in grade level 3 to 4 under the Office of Educational Service Areal,
Northeastern.

The sampling groups used in this research were 337 social studies teachers
teaching in grade level 3 to4 under the Office of Educational Service Area I, Northeastern.
The tools used for gathering data were questionnaires with the thorough reliability .97.
Analysing data was conducted by frequency distribution and by finding percentage , mean
and standard deviation.

The findings were found that :

1. Performance in accord with Professional Autonomy and Professional Ethics
B.E. 2548 of social studies teachers teaching in grade level 3 to 4 under the Office of
Educational Service Area 1, Northeastern, on the whole three aspects, social studies
teachers performed at the level of “much”, when evaluating particular aspect and arranging
in order from “much” to “little”, the outcome was appeared as follows: The aspect of
professional ethics was performed at the level of “most™. The aspect of performance
standard was performed at the level of “much” and so was knowledge and professional-

experience standard .

2. The needs for self-development in accord with Professional Autonomy and
Professional Ethics B.E. 2548 of social studies teachers teaching in grade level 3 to 4 under
the Office of Educational Service Area 1, Northeastern, on the whole three aspects, social
studies teachers required need self-development at the level of “much”. When evaluating
particular aspect and arranging in order from “much” to “little”, the outcome was
appeared as follows: Performance standard was required for self-development at the level
of “much”. The aspect of profession ethics was required for self-development at the level

of “much” and so was the aspect of knowledge and professional-experience standard.
