ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: (1) to study the Emotional Quotient
(EQ) of the judges of the Criminal Court; (2) to study the family roles of the judges of
the Criminal Court; and (3) to study the relationship between EQ and family roles of the
judges of the Criminal Court.

The Sampling groups were 77 judges who did not hold an administrative
position, of the Criminal Court (82.7%) and having marriage status. Data were collected by
self-administered questionnaires developed by the researcher. Statistics used for data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson's Product Moment
Correlation Coefficient.

The research results were: (1) overall, the sampling groups demonstrated
high level of EQ in work (X = 4.39, SD =0.26), demonstrated high level of EQ towards
spouse (X = 3.97, SD = 0.39), demonstrated high level of EQ towards children
(X = 4.05, SD = 0.39), (2) demonstrated high level of husband and wife's roles
(X = 4.05, SD = 0.39), demonstrated high level of parent's roles (X = 3.86, SD = 0.41),
(3) the level of EQ in work was not positively related to husband and wife's roles and
parent's roles, whereas the level of EQ towards spouse had a positive relationship with
husband and wife's roles and the level of the EQ towards children had a positive

relationship with parent’s roles with a statistical significance at 0.01 as well.
